1.7% of respondents in 2007 compared with 10% of
respondents in 2004 admitted that they often or
sometimes shared the files with their friends

Whether visiting websites/newsgroup and
downloading copyright works and uploading them to
the Internet for sharing purpose is an IP
iInfringement

85.2% of respondents in 2007 compared with
79.4% of respondents in 2004 said YES
